Is between the voiced J and the blown CH. Usually more like a J at the beginning
of a syflable and more like a CH at the and of the waord,

! Is just breathed at sither end of g syllable.
Is between the voiced G (as in gum) and the blown K.
As in noon.
Is always pronounced as in sing, and never like the Z sound in trees or closet.
As in thres, thin, bath.

Is between the voiced D and the blown T,

As in water,

As in Yes, young, unless it is blown U or |,
